Directions 

Dutch Lake is located in the city of Mound.  Public lake access is available on the southeast 

corner of the lake off Grand View Blvd., which is west off Hwy 110 (Commerce Blvd.) in the 

city of Mound.  The access is located two blocks down just past a school playground on the 

right. 

 

 
Site Information 

Dutch Lake is a dimictic class 2B lake protected for aquatic life and recreation.  Water Quality 

information is available beginning in 1997.  MCWD staff have been monitoring the lake on a 

bi-weekly basis from the time of ice out (April) to the time of fall mixing (mid-October) since 

2006.  An YSI multi-probe meter was used to measure dissolved oxygen (DO), temperature 



 

(oC), pH, and specific conductivity (µS/cm) from the water surface and at each meter depth to 

the bottom.  Water samples were also collected at 1 meter below the water surface as well as 

one meter from the bottom.  Surface sample parameters analyzed included total phosphorus 

(TP), total nitrogen (TN), and soluble reduced phosphorus (SRP).  Surface concentrations of 

chlorophyll-a were also analyzed and measurements of Secchi disc depth were recorded.  

Bottom samples were analyzed for total phosphorus (TP) as well as soluble reduced 

phosphorus (SRP). 

2007 Data Summary 
 

·  Secchi disc depth was below the standard (1.2 m) for all measurements taken in 2007 except 

the initial two reading taken in May and the last measurement taken in October.  

·  Chlorophyll-a concentrations were below the standard (15 ppb) in mid-May and increased 

above the standard by early June.  Concentrations remained relatively constant, between 20 to 

40 ppb through the rest of the season.  

 

·  TP concentrations were above the standard (40 ppb) in all but two samples taken for the season.  

Mid-May and late July were slightly below the standard.
